We were blessed to attend the
wonderful closing ceremony
of the Marinduque Integrated
Nutrition, Education and
Livelihood Project (MARINEL)
Project. What began as nine
feeding sites ultimately blos-
somed into a comprehensive
approach to reversing malnutrition on the entire island of Marinduque in the Philippines.

In just 5.5 years, RSM established 235 feeding sites on this mountainous island of 275,000 people
and reduced the malnutrition level from 25% of the population to 1.75%. Children were healthy again
and attending school. Mothers were giving birth to healthy babies. Families were able to provide for
themselves.

All of the extreme difficulties of fund-
raising, transporting food, training volunteers, ministering to sick and dying children, traveling across
treacherous terrain, and weathering typhoons had culminated into a holistic approach that works.
